Central Veterinary Research Laboratory and Vet-Stem Inc. of California, USA Sign an Exclusive Technology Transfer Agreement
Central veterinary research laboratory (CVRL) has acquired the exclusive right to the proprietary stem cell technology of Vet-Stem Inc. California, USA for the Middle East region.  

CVRL was established by H.H. General Sheikh Mohammed Bin Rashid Al Maktoum, the ruler of Dubai and Prime Minister of the United Arab Emirates in 1985 as a veterinary diagnostic and research center. CVRL provides services in Haematology, Biochemistry, Virology, Bacteriology, Parasitology, Pathology, Histopathalogy, Analytical Chemistry, Forensic Chemistry and Molecular Biology & Genetics (MBG) throughout the UAE and Middle East region.

The main advantages of Vet-Stem Stem Cell Regenerative Medicine are the use of adult stem cells (derived from adipose tissue and not embryonic tissue nor bone marrow) and the speed of service. It only takes 48 hours in the USA to have the stem cell ready at veterinarian hand to be injected back into the injured animal. 

 “The Vet-Stem regenerative stem cell therapy is an exceptional technology to bring to the region” says Dr Ali Ridha, Administrative Director of CVRL. After visiting the Vet-Stem facility in the USA, Dr Ali Ridha with the instruction from H.H. Sheikh Mohammed Bin Rashid Al Maktoum decided to provide this technology in Dubai. “Since it is extremely difficult to send samples to the USA and maintain the high viability of the stem cells, having a centre in Dubai would allow veterinarians across the region to send samples to us and receive the regenerative stem cells within 48 hours” says Dr Ali Ridha. 

The license allows the Molecular Biology & Genetics (MBG) of CVRL to offer adipose-derived stem cell therapy to animal owners throughout the Middle East region. The MBG intends to provide the stem cell services (MBG-Stem) for treatment of injuries in performing horses (Arabian, thoroughbred, endurance and jumping), racing camels, and many other species. MBG-Stem provides regeneration and healing of tendon and ligament injuries and avoids the normal scarring process which reduces performance and may increase chances of re-injury.   

The technology has been proven and widely used in the USA where over 2500 horses and 100 dogs with arthritis, tendon, and ligament injuries have been treated with a success rate of over 70% return to normal performance. 
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
