about the samples required and the conditions for dispatch.
e The parcel must only contain material that is to be processed at CVRL, as
none of the contents can be sent to other laboratories from the CVRL.

2. PACKING

The material must be packed so that all the samples arrive in good condition and do not
present any hazard to persons or animals during shipment. It is therefore essential that the
contents of containers, which break or leak in transit, do not contaminate the outside
layer of the parcel.

e [rrespective of the mode of transport, all specimens must be packaged so that
they fully comply with the requirements of relevant Post Office or
International Air Transport Association (IATA) regulations.

e Allinner and outer packaging must be swabbed with suitable disinfectant
before leaving the country of origin.
